6. Considering financial, medical, social or personal histories or
disciplinary data of specific person, preliminary consideration
of specific personnel problems or the investigation of specific
charges, which, if discussed in public, would likely have a
substantial adverse effect on the reputation of the person
referred to in such data. Sec. 19.85(1) (f), except where
paragraph 2 applies.

7. Conferring with legal counsel concerning strategy to be
adopted by the governmental body with respect to litigation in
which it is or is likely to become involved. Sec. 19.85(1)(g)

8. Considering a request for advice from any applicable ethics
board. Sec. 19.85(1)(h)

PLEASE REFER TO CURRENT STATUTE SECTION 19.85 FOR FULL TEXT

CLOSED SESSION RESTRICTIONS:

1. Must convene in open session before going into closed session.

2. May not convene in open session, then convene in closed
session and thereafter reconvene in open session within
twelve hours unless proper notice of this sequence was given
at the same time and in the same manner as the original open

meeting.

3. Final approval or ratification of a collective bargaining
agreement may not be given in closed session.

4. No business may be taken up at any closed session except that

which relates to matters contained in the chief presiding
officer’s announcement of the closed session.

5. In order for a meeting to be closed under Section 19.85(1) (f) at
least one committee member would have to have actual
knowledge of information which he or she reasonably believes
would be likely to have a substantial adverse effect upon the
reputation involved and there must be a probability that such
information would be divulged. Thereafter, only that portion
of the meeting where such information would be discussed can
be closed. The balance of that agenda item must be held in
open session.

BALLOTS, VOTES AND RECORDS:

1. Secret ballot is not permitted except for the election of officers
of the body or unless otherwise permitted by specific statutes.

2. Except as permitted above, any member may require that the
vote of each member be ascertained and recorded.

3. Motions and roll call votes must be preserved in the record and

be available for public inspection.

USE OF RECORDING EQUIPMENT:

The meeting may be recorded, filmed, or photographed, provided that
it does not interfere with the conduct of the meeting or the rights of
the participants.

LEGAL INTERPRETATION:

1. The Wisconsin Attorney General will give advice concerning the
applicability or clarification of the Open Meeting Law upon
request.

2. The municipal attorney will give advice concerning the
applicability or clarification of the Open Meeting Law upon
request.

PENALTY:

Upon conviction, any member of a governmental body who knowingly
attends a meeting held in violation of Subchapter 1V, Chapter 19,
Wisconsin Statutes, or who otherwise violates the said law shall be
subject to forfeiture of not less than $25.00 nor more than $300.00 for
each violation.

Section 2. This ordinance shall take effect the day after passage and publication as required by law.

Ladies and Gentlemen:

The County Treasurer is an elected public official, whose constitutional duties are defined in the
Wisconsin State Statutes, section 59.25.

The County Treasurer's office has the statutory duty of receiving and receipting all monies from all
sources, including all county departments to keep accurate financial records, to collect all postpaned
and delinquent real estate taxes as well as maintaining accurate record of these collections, and to
reconcile with local municipalities. The Treasurer's office is responsible for filing timely reports with
the State throughout the year. Those reports include but are not limited to the District Treasurers
Tax Roll Settlement Reports, Lottery and Gaming Credit Report, First Dollar Credit Report, Real
Estate Transfer Fee Transmittal Report, Probate, Marriage and Birth Certificate Report, and Court
Fines and Assessment Report.

Each year the County Treasurer is required to submit an annual report at the annual meeting of|the
County Board. It is my privilege to present the attached report giving you a summary of the Ongida
County Treasurer's Office. The following paragraphs are an explanation of what each part of the
report means.

The County fiscal year runs from October 1%t to September 30th each year. The first report you will
see gives the breakdown of the County’s main checking account, which is located at Associateq
Bank. This shows the receipts and disbursements in the account each month. Our major activity
is in July and August when we are collecting the second half of taxes. The Finance Director alsq
has us moving monies to and from investments. In August, we also pay all of the taxing
jurisdictions the remainder of their levies, which was over $26 million in 2025.

The second report is a summary of tax collections, penalty and interest for the fiscal year. There
are 21 Municipalities that we collect postponed and delinquent taxes for which includes levies from
9 Special Districts, 10 Schools, and 1 Vocation District in addition to the State and County. From
October 2024 through September of 2025 our office collected $18,162,532.59 in tax dollars, alopg
with $153,482.52 in penalty and $306,958.43 in interest on delinquent taxes. We collected about
$747,688.03 more than compared to the previous year.

The third report lists the number of real property parcels in Oneida County. This shows a
comparison of the year before. We always see a change up or down in the number of propertie§
due to varies reasons such as new mapping technology, or new splits due to newly recorded
subdivisions. Land Information combines slivers of properties found through mapping with the
parcels next to them, and reference plates are being eliminated. Reference plates are place-
holders for parcels being assessed with another parcel.
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The last part of this report will show you the breakdown of delinquent taxes for each year. Sta
Statutes require us to write off the 11" year of taxes. This means taxes still owing for the tax year
2013 will be void in January 2026. You will see that each year has a few parcels still owing taxes.
These are properties that the County does not wish to foreclose on because they may have
environmental concerns or they are roads that the municipalities or the County does not want at
this time.

The total amount of taxes that remain unpaid as of September 30, 2025 for tax years 2013 thrqugh
2024 is $1,564,739.12. This represents a decrease of $41842.08 in dollars or about a 2%
decrease in the delinquent tax portfolio. The 2024 delinquent tax amount represents 63.1% of the
total amount of delinquent tax and is comprised of 842 parcels, which is 31 parcels less than t
previous year.

There is sometimes confusion as to what the report on delinquent taxes is stating. What you have
to remember is that each year stands alone. You cannot compare the number of 2024 parcels fto
the number of 2023 parcels, etc. on this date. The property owners with 2024 taxes have bee
delinquent for only 8 months. The 2023 property owners have been delinquent for 20 months, so
they have had more opportunity to pay those taxes than the 2024 property owners. The figures |
give you in the paragraph above compare 2024 and 2023 in the exact time frame. In other words, |
use September 30" each year as the benchmark to compare current year taxes. On September
30, 2025 the 2024 taxes are compared with the 2023 taxes from September 30", 2024 so that
each year is using 8 months of delinquency for comparison. You must also remember that each
year the number of tax parcels and the dollar amount levied changes. In other words, it is still ot
perfectly comparing apples to apples.

We receive many questions throughout the year on the number of foreclosures that we are working
on. We start our tax foreclosures (called the In Rem process) on September 1% each year and go
to Court the following fall to finish the process. In August, we finished the 2024 In Rem procesm

The final count were 9 properties. We are currently in the process of foreclosing on properties with
2021 taxes owing. In addition, this year as required by recently changed statute, | am including a
listing of the parcels that were not included in the upcoming foreclosure file for your review.

OCEDC Broadband Committee held a virtual meeting to review the status of broadband
initiatives across Oneida County. Below is a summary of the updates shared.

Bug Tussel Project Update

John Sweeney, Project Manager, provided a detailed report on Bug Tussel’s ongoing broadband
expansion in Oneida County. Key highlights include:

e Construction Progress:
Site reviews are actively continuing. Good progress is being made on the north STH 17
construction, which remains on schedule.

e Bonding and Lateral Planning:

Coordination is underway with assigned Counsel, the Finance Director, and the Executive
Committee to identify Bug Tussel costs related to project bonding and incorporate these into the
completion of lateral construction plans.

e Facilities Use Agreement:
Work continues with assigned Counsel to finalize a Facilities Use Agreement for County Board
consideration.

e Burrows Lake Tower Lease:
Counsel is also assisting in scheduling a meeting with the Forestry Director to review a draft
lease for the Burrows Lake County Forest tower site.

e Public Safety Co-Location:

Discussions remain ongoing regarding opportunities to co-locate public safety and other agency
infrastructure on new towers, as well as expanding fiber optic connectivity to support their
operations.

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e Network Redundancy:

Collaboration continues with the Oneida County ITS Director to facilitate discussions with Bug
Tussel regarding proposed infrastructure related to ISP redundancy. A meeting was held with
Bug Tussel on Thursday, November 6, 2025.

e Technical Support:
Support OCEDC by providing subject matter expertise and analyzing broadband program data.

BEAD BOB Grant Update

On August 22, the Public Service Commission (PSC) released the final proposed awards for the
BEAD BOB Program. According to the PSC, all 5,058 unserved locations in Oneida County
were initially covered under these awards.

(Note: The PSC conducted an additional sweep of Oneida County before issuing the BEAD BOB
awards, reducing the total number of unserved locations from 5,644 to 5,058 after determining
that 586 locations were already served by other broadband providers.)

In October, the NTIA/PSC disallowed 1,567 locations in Oneida County that had been proposed
by Bug Tussel for fixed wireless, resulting in the following revised distribution of awarded
locations:

e Bertram Communications — 3,227 locations (Fiber-to-the-Premise only)

e Bug Tussel — 1,778 locations (Fiber-to-the-Premise only)
o Starlink (Space Exploration Technologies Corp.) — 53 locations (Satellite service)

Bug Tussel Promissory Note
e The Bug Tussel promissory note is to serve as the local match for the grant and has been

negotiated on behalf of the County by Corporate Counsel. More information will follow
as details are finalized.

In early October, the Executive Committee of the County Board held public meetings for county departments
and agencies to submit requested budgets for the upcoming year. These public meetings resulted in over $1
million in cost-cutting and revenue modification measures. The result is a $74.6 million budget proposal
presented to the full County Board for consideration in November.

Governmental fund accounting demonstrates compliance with finance-related and legal requirements by
grouping an entity's finances into stand-alone funds as dictated by Governmental Accounting Standards Board
(GASB) guidelines. The proposed budget by fund is shown below.

The General Fund accounts for the primary operations of the county, and is proposed for $34.1 million in
revenues and expenses. The proposal includes a purposeful spend-down of $3.4 million in available fund
balances to underwrite shortfalls in other funds. The proposed transfer out of the General Fund is in
compliance with Oneida County’s Stabilization Fund Policy.

Special Revenue Funds including Social Services, ARPA, Nursing, Women Infants & Children, Public Health,
Highway, and Opioid Settlement total estimated revenues of $25.4 million and proposed expenses of $26.8
million. These funds are used to track restricted funds such as grants, and are currently proposed with a
deficit of $1.4 million. This deficit is addressed by transferring unrestricted fund balances from the General
Fund to support roadway reconstruction projects in the Highway Fund.

Capital Project Funds account for the costs of renewal, replacement or acquisition of capital assets. These
funds are proposed for a combined $1.7 million in revenue, and $3.3 million in expenses. The Airport Capital
Fund is related to federally funded improvements at the Rhinelander-Oneida County Airport and nets to
zero. The County’s Capital Improvement Fund accounts for investments in equipment, facility and
information technology capital projects for the Buildings & Grounds, Forestry, and Information Systems
Technology Departments. This fund has a deficit of $1.7 million that will be rectified with a transfer of
unrestricted fund balance from the General Fund.

The Enterprise Funds are the county’s business-type operations intended to be self-supporting with user fees
including the Solid Waste, Winnebago Street, and Highway Internal Service Funds. Combined, these funds
total $10.1 million in estimated revenues and $10.3 million in projected expenses. The surplus of $137
thousand in the Winnebago Street Fund will be retained in that fund for future capital needs; and the deficit
of $350 thousand in the Highway Internal Service Fund is related to Highway Department facility projects
funded with a transfer of unrestricted General Fund balances.

Total revenues are estimated to be $71.3 million, a 9% decrease compared to the prior year budget.

Taxes account for 39% of the total revenues estimated, a 5% or $1.3 million increase versus the prior year
budget.

As shown on the next page, the property tax levy for 2025 to be collected in 2026 is proposed for $18.97
million, an increase of 3.7% compared to the prior year levy.

(0]

General corporate purpose include human services, public safety and public works fall under a
state imposed “tax cap” amount and accounts for $15.54 million of the proposed levy. For the
upcoming year, the allowable levy increase is capped at 1.3%, or $207 thousand.

Other aspects of the levy are “above the cap” including bridge aid, emergency medical
services (EMS), WDOR charges, and funding for the libraries. This amount is proposed for $3.43
million.

Categories receiving an increase in tax levy support include public health, bridge aid,
emergency management services, and the county General Fund; categories with a reduction in
tax levy support include human services, and WDOR charges.

Per the Wisconsin Department of Revenue, Oneida County equalized value has increased by
9.5% from the prior year to $13.3 billion.

The estimated Oneida County tax rate, based on Wisconsin Department of Revenue (WDOR)
published equalized valuation, is estimated to decrease -5.3%, down to $1.44.

v' Intergovernmental revenue, and public charges for services are both projected with a significant
decrease compared to the prior year budget, but consistent with current year-end estimates.

v Oneida County proposed budget dedicates 29% of planned spending to human services (Human
Services Department, Public Health Department, and Veteran Services); with public safety, public works,
and general government accounting for 23%, 21% and 18% respectively of the budget.

v Human services is slated to be the highest spending category at $21.4 million, down $3.2 million from the
prior year budget but more closely aligned with current year-end estimates. This change is attributed to
the newly created Human Services Department shifting from outsourcing these services to insourcing for
Oneida County, and Oneida County providing these services to Vilas and Forest Counties.

v' Public safety and general government are up 3% and 1% respectively as compared to the prior year
related to increased costs of labor, inflationary impacts on contracted services.

v" Across all functional categories, personnel related expenses make up $39.3 million, or 53%, of the
planned expenses in the upcoming year. Inflationary wage and benefit increases are driving these
costs up by 4% year-over-year.

And being duly advised of the wishes of the people in the area affected as follows:

WHEREAS, the owner is requesting the rezone for the ability to utilize the property for
log storage and future sawmill and possible dry kilns; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Cassian approved the request (copy attached); and

WHEREAS, On Qctober 15, 2025, the Planning and Development Committee held a
public hearing and the adjoining landowners were provided with a writien notice of the change
and there were 0 public comments received, 1 person spoke in favor, O people spoke against,
and 0 people spoke in ambiguity of the proposed changes; and

WHEREAS, the Planning & Development Committee has reviewed the general
standards as specified in Section 9.86(F) of the Oneida County Zoning & Shoreland Protection
Ordinance and concluded that the standards have been met.
